1.4 DECLARATION OF PECUNIARY INTERESTS, SIGNIFICANT NON-PECUNIARY INTERESTS 
AND LESS THAN SIGNIFICANT NON-PECUNIARY INTERESTS 

The provisions of Chapter 14 of the Local Government Act, 1993 (the Act) regulate the way 
in which Councillors and designated staff of Council conduct themselves to ensure that 
there is no conflict between their private interests and their public role.  

The Act prescribes that where a member of Council (or a Committee of Council) has a direct 
or indirect financial (pecuniary) interest in a matter to be considered at a meeting of the 
Council (or Committee), that interest must be disclosed as soon as practicable after the start 
of the meeting and the reasons given for declaring such interest.  

As members are aware, the provisions of the Local Government Act restrict any member 
who has declared a pecuniary interest in any matter from participating in the discussion or 
voting on that matter, and requires that member to vacate the Chamber.

4.1 NOTICE OF MOTION - TEXTILES RECYCLING

We, CR STEVEN PETERSON AND CR MELANIE MCDONELL wish to move the following Notice of 
Motion at the Council Meeting of 20 May 2025: 

 

MOTION 

That staff investigate the costs and practicalities of a drop-off textiles recycling capacity being 
offered at the Orange Ophir Road Resource Recovery Centre, including investigating grant 
funding opportunities as well as partnership opportunities with organisations such as Textile 
Recyclers Australia, Upparel, Australian Clothing Recyclers, King Cotton, and Clothing Cleanup. 

BACKGROUND 

The average Australian buys 56 new items of clothing each year, making Australia the second-
largest consumer of clothing in the world per capita, beaten only by the US. Only 15% of clothes 
donated to charity are resold within Australia, the rest being sent to landfill or overseas to 
developing nations. 

Over 200,000 tonnes of clothing ends up in landfills around the country each year. The carbon

Each Australian disposes an average of 23kg of clothing to landfill every year and can take more 
than 200 years to decompose in landfill. 

Other Councils have already taken steps to address this issue. Blue Mountains City Council 
provides a textile recycling program with drop off bins at Katoomba and Blaxland. Bathurst 
Regional Council undertook a 3-month textile recycling trial in partnership with Textile Recyclers 
Australia, collecting and recycling 1600kg in just one month. 

If the staff investigation shows it to be viable for Orange, we can divert substantial volumes from 
landfill extending the life of our Euchareena Rd landfill site and saving ratepayers money.

STAFF COMMENT 

Following adoption of the resolution, Council staff will investigate the opportunity for an 
expanded textile recycling service at the Ophir Road Resource Recovery Centre. Textiles are 
currently received at no cost if suitable for the Recovery Shop as a re-saleable item. If soiled, the 
material is charged at the same rates as landfill and currently not recycled. 

FINANCIAL/RESOURCING IMPLICATIONS 

Resource recovery is completed on a user pays system with appropriate fees and charges set to 
maintain the service.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 

Joint Regional Planning Panels (JRPP) have been established across NSW since 2009 and are tasked 
with the responsibility to make decisions on Regionally Significant Development and provide 
advice on planning proposals. They consider some of the most important developments in regional 
areas.  Generally, these projects have a capital investment value greater than $30 million. Other 
categories of Regionally Significant Development include Council or Crown development 
applications, with a capital investment value greater than $5 million.  

The structure of the JRPP consists of five (5) panellists, of which three (3) are appointed by the 
State, including the Chair, and the remaining two (2) are local panellists appointed by the relevant 
Council. 

Council at its meeting held on 20 November 2024 resolved to appoint Councillor Melanie

It is noted that Council still holds several investments with a lower than market interest rate.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
This report presents the Quarterly Budget Review for the third quarter (Jan-Mar 25) of the 
financial year ending 30 June 2025. The purpose of the quarterly budget review is to advise 
the Council of the forecasted financial position and present any variations for approval that 
have occurred since the original budget adopted in June 2024 and then predominantly the 
changes to the budget in the last quarter (and the previously approved budget as of Dec 
2024). 
 
The Jan-Mar 25 quarterly Net Operating Result from Continuing Operations (before Capital) 
shows us that Council is tracking well to budget financially. The operating result was close to

result of $135k which is very pleasing. 
 
Our cash and debt positions also remain in a sound position. 
 
We also report a notable change to the original Capital budget proposed in this paper made 
up of major two items as follows:  
 
The first is the rescheduled Internal Loan for the conservatorium being the reduction in the 
original forecasted $18.5million loan of $18.5million (as originally budgeted) to $9.25million 
with the balance of $9.25million deferred to the 2025/2026 year. This now aligns with 
forecast conservatorium grant funding milestones and requirements.  
 
The second is the deferral of capital expenditure for water and sewer projects in into the 
following year due to a combination of resource constraints, administrative matters, and 
weather events. Therefore, the Jan-Mar 2025 quarter budget variations (reductions) for 
capital expenditure has decreased by $6.4m.

The Jan-Mar 2025 Quarterly Review has identified variations totalling a slight deficit

Council has been successful in securing additional grants; however, this income is generally 
offset with associated expenditure producing a neutral impact to the bottom line.

The Jan-Mar 2025 quarter budget variations show capital expenditure has decreased by 
$6.4m. This is made up as follows: 

Projects in water and sewer have been deferred into later years due to resource constraints, 
administrative matters and weather events for water and sewer projects worth $7.4m. It is 
worth noting that there is a zero bottom line impact as these projects are funded from 
water and sewer reserves. 

The remainder being approximately $1m represents an increase in capital works over the 
quarter in the general fund. This includes the C7 drainage stormwater basin (grant funding 
of $600k), Anzac Park playground renewal (grant funding of $100k) and replacement of a 
telehandler unit at Ophir Road Resource Recovery Centre (from reserve funding of $240k) 
and some plant and equipment capital replacements.

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SUPPORTING INFORMATION  
Income - Increase of $1.6m (Table 1) 
The Jan-Mar 2025 quarter budget variations for income has increased by $1.6m. This 
includes $500k of sundry income across programs including the aquatic centre, waste, 
parking, theatre, and workers' compensation payments. Also, there was an increase in 
budgeted Rates and Charges of $110k. Additional grants totalling $989k have also increased 
income, however there is a zero bottom line impact as matching expenses offset this 
increase. 

CFO Comment: Noting that grant revenue will be offset to expenditure from that activity 
the effective increase in revenues is pleasing and largely offsets the increase in 
expenditure incurred this quarter. The net operating result is therefore contained to a 
deficit of $135k.

Income streams such as User Charges and Fees and Other 
Revenues are currently on track as generally their rate of receipt is consistent throughout 
the year. 

Other income streams with the largest component being operational and capital Grants and 
Contributions are subject to external influences including the availability of grants to apply 
for, the rate of development and the success of grant applications. These income streams 
are routinely reviewed, and adjusted as appropriate, at each quarterly review.  

Investment interest is progressively recognised through the year as investments mature, 
and interest is received. It is also then accrued at the end of the financial year for any 
unexpired investments to accurately reflect the complete 2024-2025 earnings.

Operating Expenditure ς increase of $948k (Table 1) 

The March 2025 quarter budget variations for operational expenditure has increased by 
$948k mainly due to increases in employee costs ($420k) and material costs ($762k), slightly 
offset by a decrease in borrowing costs ($234k) due to replanning the internal sewer loan

Actual expenditure is largely tracking in line as expected, however there is pressure on 
existing budgets as rising and escalating operating costs are realised. Project materials and 
contactor price increases of around 25% continue to be experienced and this will continue 
to impact the budget in the foreseeable future. Interest rates remaining higher for longer is 
a contributor to that as well. Both things impact external supply chain factors.

CFO Comment: In summary, expenses are tracking closely and as expected to the 
forecasted amount notwithstanding the increased pressure from increased input costs. 

The slight decrease in Councils Net Operating Result which was limited to a deficit of 
$135K for the March quarter is very pleasing. Operations have tracked in the main to the 
budgeted third quarter operational results. 
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Capital Expenditure / Loans ς  

1. Decrease of $6.4m in expenditure (Table 2) 

The Jan-Mar 2025 quarter budget variations (reductions) for capital expenditure is 
approximately $6.4m. Renewals and Capital Replacements for projects in water and sewer 
have been deferred into later years due to resource constraints, administrative matters, and 
weather events ($7.4m). There is a zero bottom line impact to the budget as these projects 
are funded from water and sewer reserves which means cash is preserved. 

There has been an increase of approximately $1m in capital works in the general fund, this 
includes the C7 stormwater basin (grant funding of $600k), Anzac Park playground renewal 
(grant funding of $100k) and replacement of a telehandler unit at Ophir Road RRC (from 
reserve funding of $240k). The balance being an increase in Plant and Equipment capital 
replacements. 

2. Decrease of $9.25m in borrowings (Table 2) 

A further change to the original budget (which has New Loan Borrowings of $18.5million) 
has been a decrease (or deferral) of $9.25million to a future quarter and possibly into 
2025/26. This loan is being used to fund the Conservatorium and Planetarium but only half 
of it has been needed to date.  Some short-term external debt funding was obtained in the 
December 2024 quarter which will be paid out when this becomes due from part of this 
internal loan. 

 

CFO Comment: The deferral of capital expenditure and internal loan funding both have a 
cash neutral position for council. It is not uncommon for capital spend and timing to 
change for various reasons.

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Restricted Cash (reduced by $6.5m) 

Restricted cash is cash that is restricted for a defined purpose such as grants received as 
well as water and sewer projects. The Jan-Mar 2025 quarter budget variations for restricted 
asset movements have resulted in a significant reduction of externally restricted reserves to 
the value of $6.5m. 

This includes $8.4m of deferred (reduce) capital expenditure which reflects the reforecast of 
capital projects in water and sewer and the reinstatement (increase) of $1.4m of water 
projects that were previously deferred in quarter 1 and quarter 2 but can now be resourced 
effectively in the current financial year. There are also small movements (increases) in other 
general fund capital projects including waste to replace the telehandler and the co-
contribution for the C7 basin construction.  

The net effect is a reduction to Restricted cash of $6.5million. As restricted grant funded 
cash gets used (expensed) or project capital spend is revised downwards it has the effect of 
being longer restricted. 

The above variations have resulted in a total Restricted Cash balance forecast for the end of 
financial year of $240m. Of this $207m is Externally Restricted cash necessitated by 
statutory requirements per the Local Government Act (sections 409 and 410). The balance 
being $33m is Internally Restricted cash which is also preserved and is a function of what 
Council has necessarily determined as required to restrict for future operational and capital 
Council expenditure. 

The Table 3 below shows the restricted cash held by each fund and the projected closing 
balance. The detailed list of restrictions is included in the attached report.

CFO Comment: Our March 2025 quarterly budget forecasts $242.7m of total cash as at 
year end with our Restricted cash balance being $240.2m. Council monitors this cash

The 2024/25 proposed budget has resulted in a drop below benchmark due an increase in 
the amount of expected funding still to come from capital grants and contributions for 
major projects in 2024/25 (which conversely reduces the relative reliance on our own 
sourced revenue).

3. Debt Service Cover: 

The purpose of the debt service cover ratio is to measure the availability of operating cash 
to service debt including interest, principal, and lease payments.  

The 2023-2024 audited statements resulted in a Debt Service Cover Ratio of 5.1 which 
indicates Council was comfortably meeting its debt repayment as seen per the OLG 
benchmark of above 2. Council has budgeted (internal) loans of $9.25m in the 2024/2025 
financial year and $9.25m in the 2025-2026 financial year (as per this proposed March 2025 
budget).  

The 2024-25 Adopted budget shows a ratio of 5.14 dropping slightly to 5.03 in the revised 
March 2025 budget. While there is a small drop in the ratio in the revised budget, this 
remains well above the OLG benchmark. It is worth noting that the 2022/23 result is strong 
as the metric excludes any gain or loss on disposals (the transfer of the Northern Distributor 
to the NSW State Government and any associated cash received).

4. Rates and Charges Collection 

As of March 2025, a total of $9.5m (13.14%) remains outstanding for rates and annual 
charges. For the purposes of comparison, for the same quarter last financial year, $9.4m 
(14.18%) of the amount payable remained outstanding.

As of June 2024, outstanding rates were 14.18% of total rates issued.  

During the Jan-Mar 2025 quarter, Council received payments for rates and charges of $22m. 
The next rate instalment is due on 2 June. A third-party has been engaged and more active 
debt recovery actions have commended. Council has been working closely with the recovery 
agent and the arrears balance has significantly reduced over the last six months.  

As of December 2024, outstanding rates were 19.34% and September 2024 were 27.36%, 
respectively. Council will continue to work to reducing this to an acceptable level (OLG 
benchmark is 10%). 

As of March 2025, outstanding rates are now 13.13% of total rates issued.  

CFO Comment: This is a very pleasing result to see the energies and focus on reducing 
rates being realised. Council will continue to apply focus on further reducing its 
outstanding rates through debt collection.
