GENERAL DISCUSSION

A question was raised by Member Reg Kidd about the stops on the Indian Pacific rail service
and why it doesn’t stop at Orange anymore. The Indian Pacific now caters to the
experimental visitor who is paying a premium for their journey rather than just getting from
point A to point B. The trip from Sydney to Perth leaves Sydney on a Wednesday at 13.55
and arrives at Broken Hill Thursday morning. This is the only stop in NSW on the Sydney to
Perth journey where the minimum off-peak ticket is $2,590. On the return trip the train
stops in NSW at Katoomba only. The minimum off-peak ticket is $2,890. Comparatively,
there are around nine (depending on the day) train or train/coach services that run from
Central to Orange with non-concession fares starting from $21.15. Trips from Orange to
Broken Hill start from $68.20. This makes stops by the Indian Pacific in Orange unviable as a
mode of transport.

The committee had an extended discussion on the lack of suitable housing in Orange to
support key worker migration. Committee sought further clarity on timing of Affordable
Housing Strategy and want the opportunity to develop specific actions to support this when
ready.

4.1 UPGRADE TO NBN CAPABILITY

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Advice has been received from the nbn Regional Development & Engagement Officer that the
capacity of the nbn fibre to the premises (FTTP) will receive a capability upgrade on 14 September
2025. The upgrade will effectively double the maximum download speeds.

Consideration has been given to the recommendation’s impact on Council’s service delivery;
image and reputation; political; environmental; health and safety; employees; stakeholders and
project management; and no further implications or risks have been identified.

SUPPORTING INFORMATION

As a result of nbn’s fibre upgrade program, the areas within Orange where Fibre to the Premises
(FTTP) is now available has expanded significantly over the last 12 months. Some business and
some private premises will already be on FTTP, whilst others will need to order an upgrade from
Fibre to the Node to Fibre to the Premises. Moving to FTTP will require a call to their retailer
service provider. The best way to check on the eligibility is to use nbn’s Check Your Address tool.

In Orange, most businesses are currently able to access a business grade service on FTTP that can
deliver maximum speeds of 1000Mbps/250Mbps (download/upload) on the top tier. On the 14th
of September, 2025, the nbn will uplift its speed tiers to allow the top tier to offer FTTP
connections at maximum speeds of up to 2000 Mbps/500 Mbps

For businesses with a need for even higher speeds, Enterprise Ethernet (EE) is also available. The
biggest benefits of EE are symmetrical speed (the same download and upload speeds) up to
10Gbps (10,000 Mbps), tighter service commitments (i.e. fault fixing) and options for prioritisation
of data (i.e. committed bandwidth). Orange is a designated Business Fibre Zone (BFZ), meaning
that for the vast majority of businesses, nbn is offering an EE to service providers with no up-front
build costs and at the most competitive wholesale service pricing (same as metro CBDs).

For those companies within the city that are outside the Business Fibre Zone, a connection is still
possible, but the costs will vary.
